IF THERE ARE TOO FEW STS ON TEST 
SWATCH, USE THINNER NEEDLES;

ABBREVIATIONS:
C4B = slip next 2sts onto cable needle and 
hold at back of work, knit next 2sts from left-
hand needle, then knit 2sts from cable needle; 
k = knit; KB1 = knit into back of stitch; patt = 
pattern; p = purl; PB1 = purl into back of stitch; 
rep = repeat; st(s) = stitch(es); tog = together; 
R(W)SF = right(wrong) side facing; R(W)SR = 
right(wrong) side row.

STITCHES USED:
CABLE PATTERN (Multiple of 9sts + 5):
1st row: RSF, p2, KB1, p2, *k4, p2, KB1, p2, 

rep from * to end. 
2nd row: K2, PB1, k2, *p4, k2, PB1, k2, rep 
from * to end.
3rd row: P2, KB1, p2, *C4B, p2, KB1, p2, rep 
from * to end.
4th row: K2, PB1, k2, *p4, k2, PB1, k2, rep 
from * to end.
Rep these 4 rows.

SCARF:
Using 5,5mm needles, cast on 32sts and work 
in Cable Patt (SEE STS USED) for 200cm 
ending with a WSR.  Cast off all sts.
                                                                                                                                                                
TO MAKE UP:
Cut fringes 20cm long, fold in half and tie at 
ends of scarf.  Block scarf to measurement, 
cover with a damp cloth and allow to dry.
